FIELD OFFICER TRAINING:

* Upon successful graduation from the Law
Enforcement Academy, the candidate will enter the
Sheridan Police Department 14 week Field Officer
Training and Evaluation program. During the
training and evaluation program the candidate will
receive hands-on training and experience in all
aspects of uniform law enforcement. The
candidate will then be evaluated weekly for the
remainder of their 12-month probation period
WRITTEN TEST:

* All Police Officer Candidates currently
begin the selection process by taking a qualifying
written test. Candidates must pass the written test
with a minimum score of 75%. Candidates will be
notified of pass/fail on the same day.

PHYSICAL EVALUATION:

* Candidates who successfully complete the
written test are scheduled for the physical
evaluation. The fitness evaluation is a qualifying
test, designed to measure physical endurance,
strength and flexibility. Fitness evaluation
elements and minimum acceptable standards
include:

The Sheridan Police department con-
sists of 32 sworn peace officers and
17 support staff.  Starting salary
range from peace officer is $2619-
$3685 per month. Overtime is paid
along with nine Holidays per year.
Beginning vacation is two weeks per
year with a maximum of six per year
depending on the length of service
with the City. The City partially funds
a family health and dental plan. A
20-year retirement plan is offered for
sworn officers.

The State of Wyoming Police Civil
Service Commission laws and regula-
tions govern the department.
