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INTRODUCTION 
 
This report summarizes the findings of the Sheridan Parks and 
Recreation Questionnaire, which was developed by MIG, Inc. as 
part of the community needs assessment process for the Sheridan 
Parks and Recreation Master Plan. The questionnaire provides 
members of the community with a chance to input on priorities for 
future improvements of parks, recreation facilities, programs and 
services. 
 
MIG, Inc. and the City of Sheridan distributed paper 
questionnaires at community intercept events and presentations in 
August 2008. The questionnaire was also available online on the 
city’s web page from July 17, 2008 through December 1, 2008. 
The response to the questionnaire was high compared to similar 
exercises in other communities, with the submission of 498 
questionnaires.  
 
This document presents key findings and results of the park and 
recreation questionnaire. The complete results are included in this 
document including the open-ended responses and paper 
questionnaire. 
 
KEY FINDINGS 
 
DEMOGRAPHICS  
• The majority of respondents have lived in Sheridan for more 

than 12 years (62%). This percentage is similar to city and 
county population data.  

• The majority of respondents are between the ages of 25 and 64 
(78%). 

• The ages of questionnaire respondents are similar to the age 
characteristics of the city and county. One significant 
difference is the percentage of respondents age 25-34. The 
percentage of respondents age 25-34 is nearly double the 
percentage of 25-34 year olds of the city and county 
populations.    
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PARKS: ATTITUDES 
• Parks are important to respondents. Ninety-four percent 

responded that parks, recreation services, trails and open 
spaces are somewhat to very important to Sheridan’s quality of 
life. Only one respondent indicated that parks are not 
important. 

• Respondents indicated that promoting youth development 
(72%), enhancing community image and sense of place (69%), 
providing opportunities to enjoy nature or the outdoors (68%), 
and improving health and wellness (67%) are very important 
benefits of parks and recreation. Other very important benefits 
include opportunities to increase physical fitness and 
connecting people together. 

 
PARKS: USAGE 
• Parks are popular among respondents. Only 3% of respondents 

do not use parks. Respondents most frequently use parks to 
enjoy outdoors and nature (37%), walk or ride a bike for 
exercise (35%), and picnic and general leisure activities (25%).  

• Respondents enjoy larger parks, trails and natural areas. The 
most commonly used parks and community facilities include 
Kendrick Park (36%), trails and pathways (34%), other public 
lands (32%) and Whitney Commons (25%). Only three percent 
of respondents never use Kendrick Park. 

• Respondents indicated that smaller parks are less popular. 
Seventy-seven percent of respondents never use Oatts 
Memorial Park, and 79% never use Lions Club Park. It is 
important to note that these parks are not designed to serve a 
large percentage of the community, but the immediate vicinity.  

• According to questionnaire respondents, the main reasons 
parks are not used in Sheridan include a lack of facilities 
(19%), not interested/no time (17%), parks are too far away or 
not conveniently located (16%), parks are too crowded (15%), 
and parks are poorly maintained (14%).   

• Some respondents indicated that they did not know what parks 
are located nearest their home, or didn’t know the name of the 
nearest park. This indicates that there is a general lack of park 
and recreation system awareness among respondents.  
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SATISFACTION  
• Respondents are generally satisfied with the level of park, open 

space and facility maintenance in Sheridan; 43% indicated that 
they are satisfied to very-satisfied. 

• Trails, natural areas and large parks are needed according to 
respondents. Linear trail corridors (36%), small parks in 
neighborhoods (32%) natural areas (30%) and large, 
multipurpose parks that serve the whole community (29%) are 
the most needed in Sheridan. 

 
TRAILS 
• Linear trail corridors are the most popular park type, and 69% 

of respondents have used trails in Sheridan. 
• Respondents use trails for biking and walking for pleasure 

(45%) and fitness and exercise (37%). Dog walking is also 
popular. 

• The main reasons respondents do not use pathways or trails is 
because there is a lack of connectivity (18%) and they are too 
far away (15%). 

• Respondents feel that connections between locations (43%) 
and biking and walking for pleasure (29%) are the primary 
reasons to develop more trails in Sheridan. 

 
DOGS 
• Fifty-nine percent of respondents own a dog. 
• In total, 69% feel that there should be an off-leash dog facility. 
• Twenty-nine percent feel that enforcing current laws requiring 

dogs to be leashed in parks is the main ways dogs should be 
accommodated in public places.  

 
RECREATION FACILITIES/PROGRAMS 
• Overall, the majority of respondents are satisfied with park and 

recreation opportunities. Sixty-seven percent ranked recreation 
opportunities provided by the City of Sheridan and the 
Recreation District as good or excellent. Twenty-three percent 
felt neutral about recreation facilities and programs. 

• Most respondents that participated in recreation district 
programs learned about them from friends and relatives (37%), 
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the local newspaper (32%), and the recreation district’s 
program and activity schedule (27%). 

• The YMCA is popular among respondents. Nearly half of 
respondents (49%) indicated that the YMCA is the most used 
other provider of recreation programming. 

• The main reasons respondents do not participate in recreation 
district programming is because they are too busy or have no 
time (18%), are not aware of programs (16%), and feel the 
recreation district doesn’t have the type of activities that 
interest them (14%). 

• Respondents feel that community centers (28%), and 
pools/aquatic centers (19%) are the most needed recreation 
facilities in Sheridan. However, only 8% felt gymnasiums, and 
5% felt basketball courts are the most needed facilities. 

• Respondents feel that outdoor/environmental programs (25%), 
special events (25%), and before and after school programs 
(22%) are the most needed types of programs.  

 
PARTICIPATION 
• Overall, walking and bicycling are the most popular activities 

among respondents. 
• Exercise/aerobics and volunteer activities are the top two 

activities in which respondents participate. Other popular 
activities include nature walks, and walking and bicycling for 
pleasure. 

• Given adequate time and resources, respondents indicated that 
walking and bicycling for pleasure and nature walks would be 
the two most popular activities. Other popular activities, given 
adequate time and resources include attending fairs and 
festivals, exercising, and aerobics.
